How We Started 
Since 2021, the Green Goodbyes program has given Georgia Tech students a way 
to donate unwanted household items during move-out so they can be reused by 
others. Originally, donations were collected during spring move-out and 
redistributed at a fall move-in event. With the opening of the Green Goodbyes store 
in fall 2024, students can now access gently used items year-round.

The Green Goodbyes thrift store is open to all current Georgia Tech students, 
offering a wide selection of free, gently used items—from small appliances to 
clothing and kitchen essentials. By giving these items a second life, the program 
makes it easy for students to save money while supporting Campus Services’ 
commitment to sustainability.
